 Handbook Time:  Recite memory verses from handbooks to AWANA adult volunteer listeners 

 Dismissal:  Parents are required to come to the classroom to pick up their children

Club dues are $15.00 to cover the entire year.  The dues are used to help offset the cost of awards 

and to pay for supplies for the AWANA store.  Please pay club dues within the first three weeks 

that your child attends AWANA.  (No family will be required to pay more than $25.00 in yearly 

club dues, even if you have more than two children in our AWANA program **).

Returning children (who participated in AWANA last year and are continuing in the same age 

group club) will continue in the same handbook or the next one in that series and wear the same 

uniform. New children and children who are promoting to a new age group club will start with 

a new entrance booklet. 

 

After the entrance booklet is passed, the child can then purchase a handbook and order a uniform.   

It is necessary that the uniform orders be prepaid.   It is AWANA’s policy that awards for handbook 

work cannot be presented unless the child is in uniform.   (The first entrance booklet is free.   If a 

child loses his/her copy, a $.25 charge is made for each additional entrance booklet.)*** 

 

AWANA STORE - Children are given “AWANA BUCKS” for passing handbook sections and 

other activities.   The “AWANA BUCKS” may be redeemed in the AWANA Store for small items 

that are purchased from AWANA Headquarters and other suppliers.   The AWANA store will be 

open on two Wednesday evenings during the year. 
 

AWARDS CEREMONY - Special awards are given for completion of handbooks at the end of the 

year.
